THE LITTLE MAN WHO BECAME BIG

                                                    It is not how you look that matters in life but what you do with your life and its

                                                   Glory. It was this man whose experience was recorded in Luke 19:1-10. It was an ordinary           

                                                   Day when he woke up in the morning, but least did he know, what will happen that day 
                                                   Will alter the course of his life for eternity? Let us trace the happenings of that eventful  

                                                   Day. Jewish parents gave meaningful names to their children. They manifested their  

                                                  hopes and aspirations for the child in that name. His parents had named him Zacchaeus which meant “righteous one”. Righteousness was the religious and spiritual goal of a Jew. But instead of becoming the Righteous one, he became the despised tax collector, supervisor of tax collections. To be a tax collector was a despised position among the Jews but among those who worshipped wealth and power, it was a coveted position, an easy wayof getting rich. The people would turn their faces away from them when they met them on the road. The Great Shepherd had no such prejudices, he found him and went through Jericho to seek him. Zacchaeus wanted to see Jesus. It was nothing but mere curiosity that drove him to see Jesus. Matthew the tax collector who had become a disciple of Jesus was his friend and he had heard about the great change in him. Matthew had told him about Jesus. He had also heard about the miracles and the teachings of Jesus. So when he heard that Jesus was coming that way, “He wanted to see who Jesus was.” (19:3). But the religious people in Jericho had no love or sympathy for a tax collector. Religiously isolated and tired of his wealth and position, Zacchaeus was longing for something more satisfying.  He could not see Jesus in the crowd, But he did not let this keep him away from Jesus. “He ran ahead and climbed a sycamore fig tree to see Jesus.”. He behaved like a child and did not bother about what people thought or said about him. If we are conscious of what people might say or think about our spiritual responses, we will miss Jesus! See Prov 29:25; John 12: 42-43.The fact that he was a despised, defiled man without an impressive physical appearance did not hinder him from gaining Eternal Glory. He grabbed the moment that came his way and sealed his destiny. The great Shepherd knew that there was a man who was seeking and spiritually hungry sitting on a tree. He came to the exact spot and looked up(19:5). He knew his name;  Matthew did not tell him? No religious persons in Jericho had never called him by his name. They called him a dog or by some other despicable name. Not only did Jesus called him by his name but He invited Himself to his home. There was urgency and a persuasion in His command. “Zacchaeus, come down immediately. I must stay at your house today”. The response of Zacchaeus was immediate and joyful. What privilege it was for Zacchaeus to have the Son of God in his home and to entertain Him as his guest. Truly the little man had become big! The world called him a sinner. But look at his obedience to God. It was prompt and immediate “Here and now I give half of my possessions to the poor, and if I have cheated anybody out of anything, I will pay back four times the amount”.  Zacchaeus did more than what the Law demanded. He accepted the Lordship of Christ. The host became the guest and the guest became the Master as in Rev 3:20.Jesus said to him, “Today salvation has come to this house”. Through his faith and surrender, his whole family came into the salvation blessing. Each one of them had to appropriate it by their personal faith. Zacchaeus had been lost but was now saved and became a true son of Abraham.

Nativity of St. John the Baptist - 16th June 2011


                                The Nativity of St John the Baptist is one of the oldest festivals of the Christian church, being listed by         the Council of Agde in 506 as one of that region's principal festivals, where it was a day of rest and, like Christmas, was celebrated with three Masses: a vigil, at dawn, and at midday.


                                    The Nativity of St John the Baptist in June comes three months after the celebration on March 25 of the Annunciation, when the Archangel Gabriel told Our Lady that her cousin Elizabeth was in her sixth month of pregnancy, and six months before the Christmas celebration of the birth of Jesus. The purpose of these festivals is not to celebrate the exact dates of these events, but simply to commemorate them in an interlinking way. The Nativity of St John the Baptist, though not a widespread public holiday outside of Quebec, is a high-ranking liturgical feast, kept in the Roman Catholic, Anglican and Lutheran Churches.


The day of a Saint's death is usually celebrated as his or her feast day, but Jesus himself and the Virgin Mary and Saint John the Baptist, while not being exceptions to this rule, have in addition a feast day that celebrates their earthly birth. The reason is that St. John was (Lk 1:15), like Jeremiah (Jer 1:5) and the Blessed Virgin, purified from original sin before his very birth, though not in the instant of conception as in the latter case.
